BULLYING is one of the major problems facing students in elementary and middle school. We try to stay pro-active in combating this problem. The student is our best source of information. Parents are asked to look at the attached flyer on bullying and please do not hesitate to notify the school if your student is a victim. Cyber bullying can also be a problem. Some teenagers can be serious jerks. It’s interesting to note that at the dawn of the 21st Century teenagers have effectively transferred their jerk skills from corporeal to virtual, launching torments once reserved for the mess hall, school hallway, and locker rooms into cyberspace. One released study showed: About one third (32 percent) of all teenagers who use the internet say they are targets of a range of annoying and potentially menacing online activities.”
